1. Jacksonville College signed the Certification and Agreement form, submitted it to the Department of
Education, and received additional funds for emergency financial aid grants to students under the
American Rescue Plan (ARP).

2. Jacksonwville College received $482,730 under the ARP. In conjunction to the CRRSAA, the total
amount received is $624,632.

3. As of 04/11/2022, Jacksonville College has received 171 CRRSAA Grant Applications. We have thus
far processed $517,574.00

4. Jacksonville College estimates that 900 students could be eligible to participate.

5. As of April 11, 2022 133 Jacksonville College students have received the HEERF Ill Grant Aid. The
highest amount given is $8,675 with the average amount being $3891.53

6. The method used by the institution to determine which students receive emergency funds and the
amount in which they receive.

a. Emailed letter to all students from 2021 fall and 2022 spring applicants informing them of the HEERF
l1II/CRRSAA grant and a link to the application.

b. Posted the grant application on the Jacksonville College web-site.
c. Formed Grant Committee

d. Review all applications for explanation of “need ”.

e. Award according to “need ”.
